                          Article I – Name
This organization shall be known as the Northwest Division of The United States Lawn Bowls Association, (USLBA) hereinafter, referred to as  “the Division”.

                          Article II Jurisdiction

The territorial jurisdiction of the Northwest Division is, as determined by the USLBA, the States of Washington, Oregon, Idaho, Montana and Wyoming.

                                    Article III - Objectives

The general objectives of the Division shall be to foster, advance and control the game of lawn bowls at the Division level. In furtherance of that objective, the Division shall:
A. 


1. Conduct tournaments held at the Division level

2. Prescribe rules and regulations governing the games and tournaments at the Division level

3. Assist in the formation of Lawn Bowling Clubs.

4. Conduct National Tournaments as designated by the USLBA

5. Encourage and assist local tours, visits and matches with foreign bowlers

Promote good relations with the USLBA Clubs, its affiliates and members
7.
Prescribe procedures and requirements for local Club affiliation with the Division
                                  Article IV – Membership

Membership shall be open to any duly organized lawn bowling club, resort or other organization located within the jurisdictional limits of the Division that desires to participate in the game of lawn bowling. Procedures for membership application and membership responsibilities are defined in Article II of the bylaws.

                                  Article V – Officers

The officers of the Division shall be President, Vice-President, and Treasurer. These officers will serve terms in accordance with Article III of the By-laws. 


 All officers and committee Chairs shall take office on January 1 of the calendar year following election. The duties of officers are defined in Article IV of the bylaws. 
                                   Article VI – Councilors

Two councilors and two alternates, one of each gender shall, be elected for a term of office in accordance with Article V of the By-laws
    Article VII   Board
The Board shall consist of the above named officers:  two (2) delegates (one of each gender) chosen from each affiliated club, plus two (2) elected Councilors (one of each gender). Each club shall advise in writing the names of the delegates elected and the calendar term of office.  Delegates shall not be an officer or Councilor. The Board shall have the duties and authority as defined in Article IV of the By-laws.
                         Article VIII – Division Dues

The funds to carry on the activities of the Division and pay National dues shall be raised primarily by payment of annual dues from each affiliated club and each  member listed in its membership roster. Annual dues shall be as defined in Article VII of the By-laws.

                                     Article IX– Meetings
The Annual Meeting of the Northwest Division shall be held at least 30 days prior to the annual Council Meeting.  The Spring Meeting will be the first Saturday in April of each calendar year. Should this date fall between Good Friday and Easter the meeting will occur one week earlier. Special Board Meetings as deemed necessary shall constitute the power and authority for the Division between regular Division Meetings.



 A quorum for regular and special meetings is defined in Article VIII of the bylaws. 
In general, for purposes of order, Robert’s Rules of Order shall prevail.

                                     Article X– Fiscal Year

The fiscal year for the Division shall begin on January 1st of each year.

                                     Article XI – Committees

The general rules and duties for standing committees and other appointed positions are

detailed in Article XII of the By-laws.

                                      Article XII – Amendments

This constitution may be amended at any regular meeting at which a quorum is present, by an affirmative vote of two-thirds of the members of the Board then present. Written notice of any proposed constitutional amendment shall be provided to the Presidents of all affiliated Clubs or other organizations at least thirty days prior to the meeting at which the amendment will be considered.
